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Something for the Heart 
Eavesdropping on Jesus. . .

ñAfter Jesus had spoken these words, he looked up to heaven and said. . .ò  John 17:1a 

Have you ever wondered what it would be like to eavesdrop on Jesus praying for you? Thatôs exactly what the 

disciples get to do in the 17th chapter of John. On his last night together with them, just before he is arrested, 

Jesus has been busy, according to Johnôs gospel. He has washed the disciplesô feet, given them a new com-

mandment, predicted both Judasô betrayal and Peterôs denial, and promised to send the disciples an Advocate. 

Up to this point, Jesus has been talking to the disciples. But now the scene changes from Jesus talking to the 

disciples to praying for them. And as far as we know, the disciples are still in the room. They get to overhear 

every word. 

I wonder what that must have been like. Granted, at this point the disciples still donôt seem to truly understand 

who Jesus is. But still, it must have been a powerful experience to overhear the Son of God praying to the 

Creator of the world on their behalf. 

What they overheard was: 

Jesus asking that they be given eternal life ï which Jesus defines not as some future life to come, but life 

right here, right now, in this world lived in relationship with Christ. In verse 3 Jesus says: And this is    

eternal life, that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom you have sent. Eternal life 

is not a place or a future destination ï eternal life is a relationship, a  relationship the disciples could have 

right now with the One who came to make Godôs love known to a hurting world. 
 

Jesus praying for their protection. He makes it clear that faith in him doesnôt mean a life free of trials and 

tribulations ï in fact, for the disciples it will be just the opposite. But it does mean living through those  

trials under the loving care of the God who loved them enough to die 

for them. 
 

Jesus praying for unity. He prays for their protection ñso that they 

may be one, as we are one.ò Godôs  protection is not for them alone, 

but so that they may be united in love for one another. 
 

So what is it like for you to eavesdrop on Jesusô prayer? Because this 

prayer is also for you as Jesus prays in verse 20: óI ask not only on       

behalf of these, but also on behalf of those who will believe in me through 

their word.ô 

So what does it feel like to overhear Jesus asking that you be given    

eternal life ï a life lived in relationship with the one true God,  pleading 

that you be protected in the midst of your own trials and tribulations, and  

praying for unity not only with God but with those around you? Must be 

a pretty powerful experience to  eavesdrop on the Son of God praying to 

the Creator of the world on your behalf.
